●The positionality narrative is an opportunity to utilize writing to process our current moment, drawing on our DOC 3 material to support you in that processing work. a 500-700 word reflection on your own positionality in this current moment, citing how at least ​one​​of our DOC 3 units helps you engage in that reflection. While our initial description of this assignment in the DOC 3 Syllabus asked you to reflect on your positionality in relation to remote learning, in response to the moment we now find ourselves in, we are expanding the scope of that prompt. What this means is that you are no longer limited by the particular parameter of remote learning. You may instead focus on anti-Asianracism, the global pandemic, anti-Black racism, protesting, or another dimension of justice related to thecurrent moment.
