Types of Published Documentation – Academic and Commercial  

Detail in 1 to 3 paragraphs the different types of publications you reviewed and why they are pertinent to your research topic. 
Investigation:  Theories, Models and Research Studies
Detail in several paragraphs an overview of the research you read (6 articles)   Compare and contrast the articles as they relate to your research project.  Include quotes if applicable to demonstrate your points. 
Conclusions

After reviewing the 6 articles – detail your conclusions on reading of the literature.
