Read: “Speeches and Letters of Toussaint L’Ouverture on the Haitian Revolution (1793-1800)” (Moodle) and Part 4 “Capitalism, Slavery, and Revolution” (pp.243-330) in the Caribbean (textbook)

Firstly, describe the condition of enslaved Africans in the French Caribbean, especially in Saint-Domingue, in the 18th century as explained in “Capitalism, Slavery, and Revolution.” How did the system of slavery in Saint-Domingue become a rationale for slave resistance and lead to the Revolution? Secondly, explain the complexity of racial divisions in Saint-Domingue/Haiti. Based on his speeches and letters, how did Toussaint L’Ouverture see and use racial divisions and alliances? Lastly, discuss the significance and legacy of the Haitian Revolution. In your view, what is the uniqueness of the Revolution compared to other slave rebellions throughout the Americas and how can you use such historical and cultural significance of the Haitian Revolution to the generations to follow?

· [bookmark: _GoBack]Your answer must be at least 750 words long (about 3 ½  -- 4 FULL double-spaced pages with font size 12) and must include all the elements of the questions asked. 
· The paper must be computer generated and include your name and course number. The paper must be submitted as a Microsoft Word document via Moodle by the specified due date/time. Late papers will not be accepted. 
· Your answer must include a main argument that is directly related to the question. Your argument must be supported by evidence, which needs to be fully documented. Failure to cite sources will be considered plagiarism. 
· The essay must have in-text citation using the page numbers the posted document (“Speeches and Letters of….”) and textbook, the Caribbean by Stephan Palmié and Francisco Scarano. You can also use any chapters of these the assigned textbook for citation. No external source will be accepted for this assignment.
· The essay will be graded based on the rubric posted on Moodle.

Plagiarism: is the unacknowledged use of another person's labor, ideas, words, and assistance. All work done for this assignment is expected to be the individual effort to the student presenting the work. If the work entails consulting other resources (journals, books or internet), these resources must be cited. Failure to cite borrowed material constitutes plagiarism. The penalty for plagiarism or cheating as a first offense is an "F" in the course.
