LESSON I
Age/Grade Level: PreK ESE 
Grade Level: K-5
Number of students: 3
Lesson Title: Comprehension
Setting:  Physical location in the classroom
Length of Time and Date(s): 1 hour and 45 minutes. Date : 01/16/2022
Developmental and/or Subject Area: English
Relevant Unit Goal(s): 
The students will study (read) the materials and demonstrate comprehension of literary texts. 
Lesson Objective(s): 
At the end of the lesson, the students will be able to read the comprehension and answer the comprehension questions. They must be able to read the comprehension and understand it and highlight the difficult words. They should develop listening and writing skills at the end of the lesson. The teacher will access the achievement of the objectives through learning activities. The students' role-playing, taking down an assignment, listening ability, and the way they are asking and answering the questions. 
Vocabulary: 
Friend, girl, glasses, little, music, read, snow, summer, thought, write, and wind. 
Required Materials: 
New integrated English Course Book, Oxford English Dictionary, Whiteboards, and visual aid chart. 
Instruction: 
To connect today's lesson to prior the students' prior experiences and interests I will focus on reviewing the previous lessons and allowing all students to study (read) the comprehension in turns. This will ensure that the students are equipped with reading skills that will transform their understanding and mode of listening and writing. I will teach a new concept by urging all the students to make a list of dreams they might think of regarding their education. It is from the students' dream list that I will analyze the possible new concept to teach. Vocabulary will be integrated into the lesson based on the environment that enables the students to focus on learning. The activities the students will be involved in are asking questions, listening, speaking, writing, and answering questions. Wrapping up the lesson will entail setting a scene whereby the students will be engaged in a debate and game learning (Board Game with a twist). Accommodations/Modifications: 
The adaptations that I might need to make for individual students due to their disabilities include managing the physical environment of the classroom and managing both the teaching and learning environment of the classroom. The idea is to look for a clutter-free environment that meets the needs of individual students with disabilities to get rid of confusion and distraction. In terms of managing both the teaching and learning environment for individual students with disabilities, there is a need to focus on simplifying language, changes in routine as well as the use of visuals in the classroom. The accommodation I would use for any English Language Learners in the class includes vocabulary instruction, graphic organizers, and reduced reading load. These won't change the actual content but will act as tools to ensure students demonstrate what they understand without altering their expectations. 
Assessment:  
The formal methods I will use to monitor progress to determine the achievement of the objectives include setting a reward system, monitoring daily progress, and breaking down the goal into smaller tasks. 
Proactive Classroom Management: 
Maintaining the control of the class will involve the use of Social Narrative (Social Story), Simplifying language, and use of visual presentation. Monitoring the students' needs and progress during the lesson may involve asking brief review questions, grading, and making adjustments. Some strategies to use include, introducing and developing a clear understanding of the concept of time when using visuals, reflecting on students' experiences and behavioral patterns, and checking for comprehension of word meaning as well as maintaining a simple and concise language. 
Potential Problems: 
The potential challenges that might occur in this lesson are lack of experience with profound disabilities, creating activities that involve all students, and coordinating therapies. Learning about different disability paradigms and models is advisable for teachers dealing with special students to boost their experience in service provision. Teachers may focus on creating lesson plans according to individual abilities. This will increase their knowledge and skills when working with learners with profound disabilities in the classroom. To address the issue of creating activities, a teacher must strive to apply effective adaptive equipment, language tools, or even adaptive communication in the classroom. A teacher may focus more on recognizing the social and cultural diversity of all students. The issue of coordinating therapies can be handled by planning day-to-day activities for students with disabilities and keeping them engaged and learning. 
Expansion: 
To enhance the concept/skill of this lesson I would keep to the schedule I have set. Keeping to the schedule set offers an opportunity to focus on learning and teaching hence enabling students to respect schedules and work within the timeframe. 
LESSON II
Age/Grade Level: PreK ESE 
Grade Level: K-5
Number of students: 3
Lesson Title: How to maintain/keep healthy
Setting:  Physical location in the classroom
Length of Time and Date(s): 1 hour and 25 minutes. Date :05/01/2022
Developmental and/or Subject Area: Science
Relevant Unit Goal(s): 
The students should be able to read, listen, and write effectively at the end of the lesson.
Lesson Objective(s): 
	At the end of the science lesson, the students are expected to react to visual aids either by giving an opinion or by justifying their choices wisely. Also, the student should be able to review the new vocabulary items learned that relate to maintaining/keeping healthy. Another lesson's objective is to read the specific information to comprehend the general meaning by the use of learning strategies. The students will be able to rely on learning strategies to understand a text or engage actively in related tasks. Another expected standard to be demonstrated by the students at the end of the lesson is to engage in debate motion about healthy eating and be able to gather information and at the same time conduct a good presentation on healthy eating. Lastly, the students will be able to demonstrate their listening skills by listening to specific details then understanding the information shared, and interpreting the spoken language. The teacher will identify the students' improved ability or attained the required goals if the students can recall the facts and basic concepts explored in the lesson, can explain the actual ideas, are able to apply the information in new situations, justify their stand in their choice of selection, drawing connections between ideas, and creating new work. 
Vocabulary:  Believe, Book, Box, Card, Game, and Picture
Required Materials: Whiteboards, carton boxes, textbooks, data show projectors, computers, and worksheets. 
Instruction: 
To connect today's lesson to prior the student's prior experiences and interests I will have to come up with two stages pertaining to content or procedures. First, I would consider a warm-up whereby I will set the scene for the lesson followed by the topic introduction and content presentation. The procedure may involve a text or gameplay to capture the students' attention. Also, I will employ some techniques in the lessons including; writing on BB, summarizing, and drawing SS's attention to the lesson. The second stage will involve presenting pictures on a power-point presentation to allow students to react or choose either option 1 or 2 and try to justify their choices. This technique will involve the use of visual aids, monitoring as well as eliciting. 
Accommodations/Modifications: 
For the first student with Autism spectrum disorder, the type of modification to use is Computer-Based Intervention. This is to ensure that this learner feels comfortable in a customized design learning environment. This is modification is intended to improve both the sight focus and the total time learning. The learner with hearing loss will have to adapt to Auslan interpreters throughout the learning sessions. For behavioral and emotional students, accommodation will involve rewarding positive behaviors, employing motivation strategies, and keeping class rules or activities clear and simple. Lastly, the accommodations to rely on during the lesson include making the learning visual, permitting scaffolding with the native language, and looking for more culturally unique vocabulary. 
Assessment: 
The methods to use in monitoring progress are formative assessment and summative assessment. In terms of formative assessment, the teacher asks the students to self-assess their own skills. Also, the teacher provides instructions and feedback to the students as an evaluation of their tasks. Summative assessment involves the use of effective questions that are clearly designed. It may also entail the use of a table of specifications to lay out the expected performance criteria for a broad range of grades. 
Proactive Classroom Management: 
I will maintain the classroom by employing some management strategies including modeling the ideal behavior of the learners, documenting the rules, encouraging initiative, and using non-verbal communication. Understanding students, being aware of the causes of their behavior, and engaging with the students are effective ways of monitoring students' needs and progress during the lesson. 
Potential Problems: 
The challenges that might occur include; professional isolation, lack of support from parents, and variability of student's needs. I would handle these problems by involving the parents in the instruction and class session visits and identifying my students' needs early in advance. 
Expansion: 
To enhance the concept of this lesson I would consider adjusting instructions accordingly. 
LESSON III
Age/Grade Level: PreK ESE 
Grade Level: K-5
Number of students: 3
Lesson Title: Counting the Total
Setting: Physical location in the classroom
Length of Time and Date(s): 60 minutes. Date: 06/01/2022 
Developmental and/or Subject Area: Mathematics 
Relevant Unit Goal(s): 
By the end of the unit, the students will be able to route the count sequence forward and backward from 1-30. 
Lesson Objective(s): 
At the end of the lesson, students will be able to find all the 2 added combinations of numbers. To make sure the objective is achieved, every student will have to find all of the combinations for today's story problem. 
Vocabulary:
Addition, division, equality, plus-minus, subtraction, and multiplication. 
Required Materials: 
Chalkboard, blocks and puzzles, scales and weight, notes and coins (pretend money), and computerized math toys and software with visuals and auditory prompts and flashcards. 
Instruction: 
I will teach the mathematics lesson by setting up a slight variation to the Start At or Stop At routine in the classroom. I will combine all my Start At or Stop At cards and put them in an envelope and then explain the routine to the entire class. The idea is to engage the students by asking them to choose a Start At number and A Stop At number from the envelope. Therefore, this activity will entail the use of a number line to mark the Start At number with any preferred color and a Stop At number with a different preferred color. Teaching a new concept/skill will involve adding another piece of activity to this activity to see how the students will react or adapt to counting and vice versa. Wrapping up the lesson by assigning each student a two-digit number then asking them to mentally find other 10 more or 10 less than the number assigned without counting it. This is intended to access the students' reasoning and counting ability.
 Accommodations/Modifications: 
To meet the needs of the students with disabilities, I will make the following modifications; simplifying written directions, adding extra time for reading and writing, providing colored strips, creating a worksheet with preferred larger print, and permitting the students to give out their answers orally. In case of any English Language Learners in the class, I will use the following modifications; creating vocabulary banks, use of manipulative, use of sentence frames, and modifying teacher talk and practice wait-time.  
 Assessment: 
The formal methods to use to monitor progress include; curriculum-based monitoring tests, frequent evaluations, formative assessment as well as observation. 
Proactive Classroom Management: 
Maintaining control of the classroom is paramount especially when dealing with special children. The strategies to employ include; organizing the room strategically, making plans for transitions, using child-friendly labels, establishing an integrated learning environment, and giving students tools to express their feelings. Monitoring their needs and progress during the lesson may involve the use of a student progress summary, student progress page, class dashboard, and allowing students to track their own progress. 
Potential Problems: 
Some of the potential problems that may emerge during this lesson include; students' mistakes when counting, adding numbers, recalling numbers, or even when subtracting numbers. Another challenge is difficulty with abstract concepts of direction and time. All the above problems can be handled accordingly by interacting with the students frequently and monitoring their performance in mathematics. 
Expansion: 
To enforce the concept/skills of this lesson I would consider coming up with a portable game that teaches division, addition, multiplication, and subtraction. 
LESSON IV
Age/Grade Level: PreK ESE 
Grade Level: K-5
Number of students: 3
Lesson Title: Visual Arts
Setting: Learning in the art museum
Length of Time and Date(s): 1 hour and 35 minutes. Date : 07/01/2022
Developmental and/or Subject Area: Art
Relevant Unit Goal(s): By the end of the unit, students should be able to demonstrate the reproduction of the work of art which they have seen on their visit to the museum. The goal is to engage the students by making them get familiar with the museum and be able to identify the artist's use of the elements of art in a work of art. 
Lesson Objective(s): 
At the end of the lesson, the students should be able to discuss the elements of the art and how the artist applied the elements in a work. Explain the distinction between a reproduced artwork and original work. Also, they should be able to discuss and talk about the various roles of a museum as an institution. 
Vocabulary:  
Composition, Museum, Elements, form, space, color, artwork, Reproduction, and Animals. 
Required Materials: 
A large chart with columns that are labeled with elements of art, reproductions of the work of art for the class to study, A drawing paper, pencil, and multi-color marker pens.  
Instruction: 
I will connect today's lesson to prior the students' prior experiences and interests by listing the six elements of art which are form, space, color, line, texture, and value that students become familiar with in a previous physical class study. These visual components will aid in creating a short activity that will help students respond to artworks depicting subjects that are familiar to them. To teach a new concept/skill I will have to introduce seasonal or holiday art (holiday crafts) for summer, winter, fall, or spring. This will help students gain much understanding of the art through the exploration of art activities for major holidays. 
   Accommodations/Modifications: 
The type of adaptation that I may need to make for the individual students due to their disabilities is setting. The museum setting is a good setting that every student is expected to adapt and feel comfortable because the museum plays a role in collecting, conserving, and interpreting the work of art. Many visual arts are presented including drawings, sculptures, designs, ceramics, paintings, and crafts. For ELLs, I would use these types of modifications; technology and transparencies to modify portrait tasks, use a light-box and change the requirements for drawing projects, make lesson accessible by use of templates, and provide graphic organizers. 
 Assessment: 
I will use informal assessment to monitor progress to determine if the objectives were achieved. This informal assessment will involve collecting information that is reliable in deciding every student's learning struggles. I will consider these types of informal assessment; classwork, observations, and tests. Other assessment tools to include in the monitoring process are teacher-designed tasks and working portfolios and projects. 
Proactive Classroom Management: 
Monitoring students' needs and progress during the lesson will involve monitoring strategies including; using short tests (standardized tests), creating progress tables or graphs, and establishing a passage reading fluency measure. On the other hand, for an autistic student, I will have to differentiate the instruction to meet the needs of the student. This is because each student is unique and adjusting what is being taught and how it is taught is paramount. 
Potential Problems: 
One of the biggest challenges is parents' disagreement to let their special children visit the museum. Another challenge is that the students may be discouraged or feel disturbed when visiting the museum for the first since it appears as a new learning environment for them. For an autistic individual, communication is a problem that may occur because of the way the information is organized and processed. Lastly, there are inadequate learning materials meant for special students in the museum. All these challenges can be addressed by involving parents in special education instruction and instilling teachers' positive attitudes towards the disabled.
Expansion:
To reinforce the concepts/skills of this lesson I would establish the components of careful progress in the instruction to make sure that every student's current level of performance is determined, the learning process is made simple, and activities are adjustable. 

LESSON V
Age/Grade Level: PreK ESE 
Grade Level: K-5
Number of students: 3
Lesson Title: Figurative Language
Setting: Physical location in the classroom
Length of Time and Date(s): 1 hour and 15 minutes. Date: 10/01/2022
Developmental and/or Subject Area: Language
Relevant Unit Goal(s): 
Students should be able to compare things (something) and describe them by comparing them to something else. 
Lesson Objective(s): 
At the end of the lesson, students will be able to specify and define all elements of a figurative language. Also, they should be able to come up with their own examples of each element of figurative language. 
Vocabulary: 
Idiom, Onomatopoeia, imagery, metaphor, hyperbole, and simile. 
Required Materials: 
Paper, pencil, index cards (blank), picture books, videos, and photo figurative language. 
Instruction: 
To connect today's lesson to prior the students' prior experience and interests I will consider integrating figurative language task cards and the 12 phrases by using the flashcards and use the task cards for an independent student. i.e. autistic individual. In order to teach a new concept or skill, I will modify the curriculum with three differentiated versions to fit the special needs of the students. The curriculum standard to focus on is CCSS.ELA-Literacy. L.5.5 and CCSS.ELA-Literacy.L.5.5. 
   Accommodations/Modifications: 
The modifications I may need to make for individual students due to disability include setting a specific viewing purpose, supporting recall, and prompting students to summarize the reading. For ELLs in the class, I would focus on developing and pausing for new vocabulary, creating a word wall, providing a speaker icon, and pausing at key points, and asking discussion questions. 
 Assessment: 
To monitor the students' progress I will apply a differentiated summative assessment to identify what the students know, understands, and what they can do in relation to the lesson's objectives. The idea is to conduct an evaluation aiming at identifying the students' learning and academic achievement at the end of the unit and compare the results against a universal standard. In most cases, summative assessment offers a higher point value and has more visibility. 
Proactive Classroom Management: 
To maintain control of the classroom, a teacher is required to adopt special education classroom behavior management strategies that include nurturing a positive learning environment, organizing the lesson accordingly, creating reminders and cues, and establishing a good relationship with the students. Students' special needs and progress can be monitored by choosing the right learning materials, making logical seating charts, incorporating Individual Education Plans (IEPs), and establishing a schedule that involves services. 
Potential Problems: 
The problems that might occur in this lesson are the disturbed environment of the class, limited teaching resources that do not meet the needs of every learner, the use of other languages in the classroom, and differences in disabled student services. These problems can be handled by nurturing a good learning environment, developing a good relationship in the classroom, engaging in problem-solving skills, and keeping things in perspective.
Expansion: 
In order to reinforce a concept or skill, I will have to focus on deeper thinking with In-Context Learning and Start Out of Context. This may involve teaching figurative language by use of poetry or introducing new literary devices to all students.
