Historical thinking exercises are meant to evaluate your command of, well, historical thinking, specifically, synthesizing and interpreting information to develop a narrative.
Using one of your sources from your first essay and a new primary and peer-reviewed secondary source (so, three sources altogether, two of them new), create, in a single paragraph (180-220 words), a narrative relating to your topic that provides historical context (who, what, when, and where) and also expresses a sense of either change over time or a causal relationship.
To make things easier for all of us, you do not have to cite your sources, but identify them (or their authors) in the main text (as Marie Curie said..., as the historian Yasmin Khan described it..., as stated in the Communist Manifesto...).
Submit your assignment as a text entry, making sure to save a copy of it in a word-processing document before submitting it. The assignment is due on Canvas by 11:59pm, Sunday, November 7 and closes the next day. A rubric has been provided.
