Take it Back:
	Take it Back by Logic is a protest song that reinforces the racial stereotypes that shape the everyday lives of black people in America. This song talks about the struggles of biracial people in America and how being biracial will change society's expectations of you. In the song, it says “yes I got to get the gat fo sho, will I have to get the gat? No no. Yes I got to get the gat fo sho but will I have to get the gat….” This quote shows how this biracial person struggles because society expects them to not be violent or have any struggles because they are white but they identify as black so they’re not sure what stereotypes to follow and how to act. Later in the song, Logic talks more about racial stereotypes by talking about what his dad is like and what society is expecting him to be, and therefore what he is trying to grow away from. He does this by saying “[born] to a black father and a white mother. A father that wasn’t there, addicted to crack, cocaine, alcohol, and various other substances”. This reinforces racial stereotypes by saying hoe black men and fathers tend to leave and/or be addicted to substances. This paints the black male as uncaring, selfish, and violent. On top of all these racial stereotypes, Take it Back also brings class into the mix by saying “‘You just a white boy you ain’t never experienced that s***’ ‘you from Gathersberg Maryland, nothin happens there.’ ‘oh no, we weren’t there, we didn’t live with you in your section 8 household, we didn’t live with the narcotics and violence in your household… And since you’re white, you gotta have money right?” This shows how people assume people’s entire lives based off their skin color, because this person is white, they must’ve had a good life. Because of these thoughts, people will tend to treat others differently because they think they grew up better or worse than they did. The song Take it Back by Logic is a song that highlights all of the things that biracial Americans go through daily. It challenges these ideas by having the person in the song challenge these stereotypes by focusing on “spreading peace, love and positivity” but it still shows all of these stereotypes and makes you really think of which ones you’ve put onto people throughout your life.
