Objectives:

In this second assignment your task is to compare the historical contribution of any two
specified historical figures. These do not have to be the two that you selected for your
literature review. In your comparison, make an assessment of the two historical figures in
relation to the era in which they lived, rather than i relation to the values of the year 2018.
You may select any of the listed figures for your comparison study but you must develop a
thematic association between them and sustain this in your argument. This means your
assignment will focus on one of a variety of themes relating to the course. The two you

select to compare could be linked by any number of themes such as international
diplomacy, national leadership, social and political reform, revolutionary struggle, scientific
advances, human rights or social history, Second World War leaders, genocidal mass
murderers, nationalists, female Prime Ministers — the choice is yours.
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Bibliography:
Your essay must also include a bibliography/list of references. It is not necessary to annotate
the bibliography, but all references must be consistent with the USQ style guide. Your
assignment must use at least 10 appropriate academic sources, and | expect these to
include some of the articles listed in relation to the literature review assignment.
