· Research and find two scholarly sources to use in your essay. These sources may be about persuasion, the rhetorical triangle, or marketing/branding psychology, or give some basic background on the company/organizational target audience, etc.
· Write a two to three page essay analyzing the set of ads you selected using the following structure:

I. Introduction w/thesis—Give a little information on the company’s/organization’s background. Your thesis should answer the following question: Which ad does an overall better job persuading the consumer (which is you)—Ad A or Ad B and why? Note: Remember that your thesis statement is the topic + slant.
a. Ad A--Give a brief description. What does it look like (colors, images, etc.)?
b. Ad B-- Give a brief description. What does it look like (colors, images, etc.)?


II. Feature/Point 1 (ex: color—use of red and green)
a. Ad A

III. Feature/Point 2 (ex: logos—nutrition information)
a. Ad A
b. Ad B

IV. Feature/Point 3 (ex: ethos—celebrity endorsement)
a. Ad A
b. Ad B

V. Conclusion
a. Overall, how effective were the ads?
b. Feel free to comment on how to improve the ads and/or make them more appealing to consumers.

· In addition to your own analysis as a consumer, be sure to use evidence/support from the scholarly sources (in-text citations and Works Cited page).
