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Abortion is the termination of pregnancy deliberately or involuntarily through the demise of the fetus in the mother’s uterus (Sedgh, Finer, Bankole, Eilers and Singh, 2015). The deliberate termination of the pregnancy by teenagers has been a significant issue in the society. Most teenagers engage in abortion since their pregnancies are normally accidental and they lack the ability to cater for their unborn babies as well as providing for their children after their birth. I am interested in this topic since it is a universal concern as most teenagers have increasingly been engaging in sexual activities which result in unexpected pregnancies. The rate of taking abortion among the teen has hence been facilitated by their situation of lacking the ability to provide for their unborn children. 
The increase in the rates of abortion among this group as asserted by the momjunction is influenced by their individual backgrounds. The majority of the teenagers today are sexually active due to the exposure they have and the curiosity to try practices they hear or watch in the media. Some of them experience the lack of support to cater for their pregnancies by their families. This hence makes them opt for the easier solution which is getting rid of the pregnancy. Others may be coming from the cultures that prohibit pregnancy among the unmarried individuals. Therefore, in the event that these teens become pregnant, they tend to abort their kids due to the fear of stigmatization in their localities. This is normally exhibited among the conservative societies like the Jews and the Muslims.   

Other reasons that make the teenagers decide to abort their children comprise of the absence of support from their partners. Therefore, in the event where a teenage girl becomes expectant and the boyfriend rejects her, she opts to get rid of the pregnancy. This is because she lacks the ability to raise her child in the absence of his support. Some cases of abortion could merely be due to peer pressure whereby the pregnant girls without the intention of taking an abortion may be incited by their peers. This hence contributes to the statistic of increased rates of abortion by the teenagers (www.momjunction.com).
At times, the teenagers may opt for an abortion if their pregnancy was due to a case of rape. They do this as a way of terminating the trauma they had during the attack. Hence some termination of pregnancies would not entirely be as a result of the immorality of the teenagers. The teenage girls may also be involved with more than one male sexually hence creating a situation where they are not sure of the father to the child (Altshuler, Storey, & Prager, 2015).  Thus they opt for an abortion as a method of eliminating their uncertainties. The bodily wellbeing of the teenager may be poor making her unable to handle the pregnancy. The individual may hence be recommended to have an abortion in order to sustain her health. Therefore, the problem of abortion in the society cannot entirely be blamed on the sexual recklessness of the teenagers since there exist other issues in the society as well as their health.  
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
