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There is a lot of dynamism in technology in the world today. Many aspects of life have taken the technological direction in a manner that it’s hard to distinguish people’s daily lives and activities from technology (Zembylas & Vrasidas, 2005). Many questions have been raised on the impacts of this great change on morality and human rationale; and even though some demerits have been identified in the global debate, the merits have always outnumbered them. Information technology in the social media has extensively blossomed (accredited to the internet); impacting to the world population from different angles considering the different demographic groups of people locally and internationally: children, teenagers, adults, men, women and races.
