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Part 1
It is no doubt that the clamor for the introduction of Positive Behavior Interventions and Support (PBIS) in schools whose teachers and other officials are likely to experience aggressive physical behavior from students. The failure of traditional methods of disciplining errant students such as office referrals, suspensions, and expulsions has indeed contributed to the high rate of discussion on the matter. In the alternative school setting especially those for children with disabilities and from minority ethnic groups, the efficacy of the PBIS has been studied by several researchers of education. In spite of the existence of wide pool of the studies on this important and effective intervention method for improving the behavior of students, there is substantial study gap on the comparison of implementing PBIS in alternative school setting and the traditional ones (Leh, 2016). Additionally, there is limited study on how the culture of schools in the alternative setting can impact the implementation of PBIS. These identified gaps are the reasons for undergoing this dissertation study. According to Simonsen, Britton & Young (2010), there is need to determine how the culture of a school especially those that has a large population of students with disabilities and from minority ethnic groups affect the efficient implementation of PBIS. The result of this study can then be used to compare and contrast the result of the use of the intervention in the traditional school system. As I have explained earlier, these two gaps is the main focus of my dissertation on positive behavior interventions and support in the alternative school setting.
Part 2
Focusing on positive behavior interventions and support in the alternative school setting, which is the topic of my dissertation, was developed based on the lack of extensive study of the effectiveness of implementing this intervention in the alternative school setting as compared to the ones that operates within the conventional system of educational. It is pertinent to note that students in alternative schools according to Leh (2016) are assigned to these schools due to their penchant for aggressive and sometimes dangerous behaviors. This identified propensity of this population to negative behaviors is one of the reasons why this dissertation study is relevant at this moment. In most research endeavors, the development of the problem statement is largely dependent on identified gaps as recommended by previous researchers (Grant & Osanloo, 2014). This is the same condition that will be issued to create a problem that is relevant to how the culture surrounding the alternative school setting can used to determine the efficacy or otherwise of the intervention. This understand of the role of the gaps in defining the problem statement will be in the selection of relevant theories that form the theoretical framework for this study. According to Onwuegbuzie, Leech & Collins (2012), the literature review section of project is the core of it because it contains information derived from previous endeavors that have discussed the approaches, methods and limitations of any study. Also, it is the section that enables the audience to understand the purpose of the study, its relevance, and the concepts and theories that supports the ideas that will be generated at the end of the project. 
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
