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In one or two pages explain your proposed intervention. What do you plan on doing to see if your questions to your AR will be answered. For example if you are seeing if small groups will improve reading comprehension then your proposed intervention is to form small groups. Use research when possible to back up your opinions. 
Literature Review

In no more than one page, discuss your literature review and how it informs your proposed intervention. You can list all the literature and then give a brief few sentences on how it will inform your research or you can compare and contrast the literature.. its up to you. 

Benefits

In no more than one page, explain why you think your population will benefit from the intervention. Ensure your explanation draws on the literature you are using to support this choice of intervention. One easy way to do this is give a brief overview of who your population is and then why they will benefit. By doing this you ensure you are telling the reader exactly who and why. 
Intervention Plan
In one- to two-pages, describe in chronological order how you will implement your intervention and provide a hypothetical yet practical timeframe for these steps. To do this I recommend you create a table or bullet points that outline each week of your AR plan. For example: 

· Week One: Create Small Groups based on Reading Levels

· Week Two: Conduct Three Small Group Sessions. 

· Week Three ……

· Week Four …. 

The goal of this section is to provide as much information as possible so anyone could duplicate your study and have the same outcome. 
Philosophy

In one- to two-paragraphs, explain how this intervention fits within your philosophy of teaching. You may have written a philosophy in EDU623 or another prior course. If you haven’t written philosophy .. now is a good time to create one. You will need it for positions you apply to now and in the future. I have attached in the course announcements my teaching philosophy for you to use as inspiration. 
Social Principles

In one- to two-paragraphs, explain how this intervention relates to your social principles as an educator.
Harm
In one- to two-paragraphs, explain how the literature you reviewed leads you to believe what you are doing is an appropriate intervention. BE SURE to back up your writing with APA formatting of  research you have reviewed. This is a MUST in this area.  

Protection
In one- to two-paragraphs, explain your planned measures to ensure you are protecting the study participants and doing no harm. Just briefly tell me how you plan on ensuring your participants are kept “safe” during your data gathering procedures. 
Bias
In one- to two-paragraphs, explain your planned measures to ensure the study yields unbiased results. How will you ensure that your results, data gathering and overall involvement with the participants will not be bias?
Data Collection Procedures
In one page, revise your triangulation matrix from the Week Three Triangulation discussion adding a column that includes how and when you will collect your data. This timeline will be hypothetical and approximate. The Data Collection Procedures section can follow the example provided in the Assignment Directions for the week. 

References
Include your preliminary reference list using APA formatting guidelines. 

A preliminary reference list usually includes the key literature you reviewed related to your topic selection, problem statement, and possible research approaches. This list will be included and extended upon during your chapter two literature review.
