Interview:

Approach one person who was an adult (18+) in 1980. Ask to conduct an oral history with them focusing on their memories on how they engaged in politics at the time. Include any information the interviewee is willing to share (age, occupation, marital status).

Write a one-page analysis of the interview addressing how memory and history relate to one another. 

Formatting: Student’s name, 1 page, double-spaced, Times New Roman, 12 point font, and 1 inch margins.
Potential questions: 

Were they active members of political parties? Did they have strong feelings about the election? How did political changes affect their life? What was happening in the personal life?
