(1) Explain how the plot helped develop an important trait of a key character.

(2) Describe the strongest emotion you felt while watching the film – and what caused it.

(3) Describe the one element of the film (e.g., acting, cinematography, editing, sound, setting) that stood out most. 

(4) Explain why you would or would not advise a friend to watch this film.

(5) Describe the most memorable scene (action in a single location and continuous time).

(6) What is the main thing that this film seems to be about (the underlying message or theme).

(7) Describe the most important thing you learned regarding the cultural conditions depicted in this week’s film. Cultural conditions, as defined by Cambridge Dictionary, refers to "the way of life of a particular people, esp. as shown in their ordinary behavior and habits, their attitudes toward each other, and their moral and religious beliefs."

(8) Explain whether the film’s underlying message is or is not relevant to current social, cultural or political conditions. 

*Grading: Since responses will necessarily be subjective, there are no right or wrong answers per se, but you must support your observations with facts and specific examples from the screenings. To receive full credit, each response should (1) be clearly written, (2) about 50 words in length and (3) cite specific examples from the film to back up your assertions.
