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Agent Orange used in the Vietnam War
The Agent Orange was a toxic herbicide that was used by the United States of America to attack Vietnam during its war that occurred between the years 1961 until 1971 (Edwin, 2016). It was sprayed across the Vietnam lands by the United State military helicopters. The herbicide had adverse effects both to the environment and any form of life to where it impacted inclusive of the human life which was not spared either by the chemical.
During that fateful period, when the US army and tactical military team had planned and finally executed the attack using the fatal herbicide, had not known that the effects would last generations and generations to come especially when it came to the effects to the people that lived in those affected areas. They only thought about the impacts it would have on every living creature that was inhabiting at that given period in time (Martin, 2012). It was meant only to weaken the immune system of the people, so it would them weak to fight, thus more vulnerable and the victory would be on the United States. Also, there was a massive cover of trees and bushes that the Vietnam’s military used as cover, therefore there was the need to clear the environmental cover to expose them and that is how it was also deployed on the vegetation. Thus, the US militants had no knowledge on the long-term effects and implications of the herbicide on the people.
The American government has made efforts to compensate those families that were affected by the deadly chemical. Those people who now had health complications on the impact of the Agent Orange were able to receive medical treatment without any charges and their respective health conditions stabilized. Furthermore, the American government opened a medical research on the implications of exposure of the chemical and what specific parts of the body system have been affected (Cohn, 2013). It is from this research that the cure from the illness would be found or to see if there are any medical steps that can be taken to reverse the effects of the chemical. There was also guidance and counselling services offered as compensation token to the children and women who were left alone to fend for themselves after the men who were involved died and some were too weak to even move themselves. Apart from medical support, there are environmental specialist who have been deployed in the region to see if the effects of the chemical on the vegetation and soil can be somehow be reversed so as to make the soil ones more favorable for agricultural support and growth.
The chemicals are not used in military operations any more. The use of chemical weapons during war was completely banned since it had massive destruction not only to the people at the given period of time but several generations to come still felt the effects of the war. Furthermore, it totally violates the laws that have been put forward when it comes to war (Crouse, 2017). Chemicals that alter the normal genes of the human body which can cause one to have off springs that have certain disorders such as lack of some body parts or deformation of the body parts. Any country that will now be caught using these chemicals as a tactic of weakening and eventually concurring the other nation, those in charge or accountable for the action will face prosecution on charges of destruction of humanity and the future generations in the International Criminal Court in the Netherlands (Crouse, 2017).
The chemical attack had adverse effects on the soil which it had an encounter on. The soil now became unfavorable for growing crops that the community relied on for continuous supply of food to feed their respective families. There were also trees and cover vegetation which made the place habitable due to its conducive state (Martin, 2012). There was the existence of the Mangrove forest that was completely destroyed by the herbicide. Some of the families in the community had this forest as their respective source of income. Now they had to venture into alternative means to provide for their families otherwise they would starve to death plus the soil was now unfavorable to grow any type of agricultural products. The community and the families suffered a series of utmost poverty since the relative assets they had were destroyed and the money they had, they use it to consume food and some for health care due to the direct encounter with the chemical Agent Orange.
Agent Orange mode of exposure was through direct contact with the chemical, which is through the skin and inhalation of the chemical especially in the concentrated parts that the chemical was sprayed. The people who were inhabiting the regions that were sprayed with the chemical were the ones that were greatly affected (Larvard, 2015). However, there were the ones who had no direct contact with the chemical but married those affected. This now led to the giving birth to children who had effects of the chemical despite the fact that one of the partner had no contact with it.
The signs and symptoms that those affected were experiencing included blisters that were visible in the areas of the skin where the chemical had impacted from its release from the craft. There was weight loss and some sort of numbness, persistent fatigue and general body weakness. Some of the villagers experienced swelling of the lymph nodes and enlargement of the spleen. Also there was at times blurry vision and excessive unquenchable thirst that was accompanied by constant frequent urination. New research has it that the victims are having soft tissue cancer and that of the skin (Ballou, 2013). 
Each symptom was treated differently, even that of cancer. The population in the region completely reduced after the release of the chemical, some migrated, and others just perished. People did not want to marry or interact with people that were from the region in fear of giving birth to children who had defects.
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
