HORIZONTAL EMPHASIS

PUFF AND SLASH, SLASH AND PUFF BECOMES THE MOST POPULAR FABRIC TREATMENT FOR 2 CENTURIES

Men:
Braies become bikini like…if you wear anything longer you’re not in fashion

shirts with ruffle at neck and cuff ,falling bands (they look like collars we wear today…these at first are also attached to the shirt.)
the ruffle evolves into the separate and larger RUFF 

TRUNK HOSE: upper and nether(upper  and  lower)

upper hose change into two distinct styles:  





Pumpkin hose/breeches(panes)
Venetians

CODPIECE:  holds hose together 






in front. 

DOUBLET, has sleeve rolls, wings, piccadils to cover lacing of the sleeve to the bodice

at the end of the century, the doublet evolves into a PEASECODBELLY(codpiece + doublet)

JERKIN =vest

CHAMARRE - short, puffed, sleeved surcote worn over the doublet and jerkin
SPANISH CLOAK =  cape they wear usually over one shoulder
DUCKBILL SHOES
FRENCH BONNET
BAG CAPS
COPOTAIN
SUGARLOAF
WOMEN:

long sleeved underdress

gown with STOMACHER
PARTLET to cover exposed chest, tucks into the neckline
FARTHINGALE=hoop

farthingales:  1. SPANISH = CONE SHAPED

2. WAGON-WHEEL = looks like they’re wearing a wheel just below the waist
BUM ROLLS= padded donut shape that is tied around the waist 
COLLARS:  ruffs, whisk, rebato, falling bands, medici.

CHOPINES= platform shoes(into 17th century)
