	A strong thesis statement for a cause-effect essay indicates whether the essay focuses on causes or on effects.

	PARAGRAPH 1    Introduction=all opinion

	1. Opener (quotation or generalization): If you are writing about the effects of something, you will say something about cause here. If you are writing about the causes of something, you will mention the effect here.
2.   Transition (explain the meaning of the quotation or generalization)

3.   Thesis (topic=situation/event + opinion=make a point about it)
