[bookmark: _GoBack]Day One Dating Violence Lesson Plan
Objective: Cognitive - Students will be able to identify dating violence
· Bring software needed to run in computer lab and make sure there are enough working headphones for each group of students
· Overhead projector will be needed along with individual scenes from the software to project on the chalkboard/dry erase board/pull-down screen – Make sure to check with school and teacher/classroom if these are available to use for the class period.
· Handouts are passed out on dating violence that include help line phone numbers, and online resources available, explain a few facts and statistics on dating violence, and what schools are required to report – Highlight that school is a safe place and what policies are in place that protect victims
Initial classroom set-up is half-circle seating. Class size will be anywhere between 20-30 kids so must have enough handouts prepared for the day. On the dry erase board behind educator the dating abuse 800 help line phone number is written as is a number students can text if they have experienced dating violence and need someone to talk to. 
 Educator introduction – subject matter is introduced, ask the students to define dating abuse and what it means to them, encourage participation, and then give actual definition and one real world example. Dating violence is not uncommon and as many as 1 in 3 teens experience one form of dating violence while in high school. Who here thinks they have experienced or knows someone who has experienced dating violence since they have been a high schooler?
Objective: Affective – Students will actively participate in the program 
Allow time for any initial questions students may have for clarification participation is not only important but encouraged as long as students stay on topic and are respectful. 2-15 minutes
· Explain to students that they are about to participate in an interactive software program that will show them some common scenarios of teen dating abuse, after each scenario they will be asked to respond to multiple choice questions that ask what they believe was wrong in the scenario, they will also be asked a multiple choice question asking how they might respond if in that scenario themselves. 2-5 minutes 
· Class will move to adjacent computer lab where the software will have already been set-up by computer lab assistant so it is ready to play for students when they sit and hit play. The seating arrangement in the computer lab is standard classroom seating although there are privacy guards separating the computers already. 1-3 minutes
While class is participating in software program, educator will place handouts at each student’s desk for when they return. If any are lost are forgotten, now is the time to make copies. 
· Computer program runs for 25 minutes 
· Students will return to original classroom and settle and be introduced to the handouts at their desk. Ask that students put down the handouts for now.
Ask students to reflect first – their general feelings after watching the scenarios and if they felt like they may have seen some of these in person or even experienced them before without having to raise their hands or say aloud. The intention is to show students how susceptible they are to dating violence and make them aware (if they weren’t already) to it occurring in order to reach them and capturing their attention, applying the Health Belief Model of thinking. 2 minutes 
· Turn on overhead projector and pull up a still from the first scenario the students saw in the program and answered questions about. Ask students what about the scene made them uncomfortable if anything and go around the room giving each a chance to respond. You just listen and keep the tone respectful so that all feel comfortable to answer honestly.
· After all have had a chance to respond and you have the floor again, point out what crossed the line in the scene and reiterate why it constitutes dating violence.
· Go around the room once again asking students how they might respond in that situation and what they would do after it happened.  
You will do this for each scenario that was presented in the software. 1 hour – 1 ½ hours
· Have the students review the handout as you go over it aloud giving them website and phone numbers of resources both local and national that are available to help at any time. Have the name of the school resource that students can contact for any help needed whether on school grounds or not. 5 – 10 min
Conclusion
Review what dating abuse looks like, who it affects, who is susceptible, the frequency with which it occurs, and what a victim’s rights are and how to report abuse. Open the floor for any final questions and be prepared for anything!  10 – 30 min
· Anonymous assessment follows in which students will be able to rate the program material, the educator, and the presentation time. 10-15 min
