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Family Disaster Plan Scenario
Introduction

This section is a brief introduction of your paper that includes the background of the issue being discussed and what the reader can expect to learn and read in the paper. (Brief overview of the dangers of a tornado and preparation for a tornado citing outside resources.)  Margins are set at 1 inch for top, bottom, left, and right. The type is left-justified only—that means the left margin is straight, but the right margin is ragged. Each paragraph is indented five spaces.  It is best to use the tab key to indent. The line spacing is double throughout the paper, even on the reference page. One space is used after punctuation at the end of sentences. The font style used in this template is Times New Roman and the font size is 12. 
How would you prepare for the following situation?  

(Scenario) At this moment, you are sitting at home working on your WCU class. Suddenly, the National Weather Bureau sends an alert across your cell phone—a tornado is headed your way. You have 15 minutes before touchdown in your neighborhood. What is your plan?
How prepared are you in the event of a disaster? 

Describe your level of disaster preparedness using specific examples.  Example: “I am more prepared for a water-related disaster than a fire-related disaster even though I live in a highly secluded, forested area. I have a boat as transportation in the event of flooding, but I do not have rain barrels or fire barrier supplies on hand.”
Reflection/Conclusion
Reflect on how prepared you were before this class and compare it with how prepared you are now.  This is a summary of your paper and learning experience from this course.
References

(This is a description about the reference page and is not included in the paper.)

The reference list should appear at the end of a paper (see the next page for examples) and it starts on a separate page. Double-space all reference entries. All reference entries should be formatted using a hanging indent, meaning the first line of each reference is flushed to the left and subsequent lines are indented. Refer to section 2.11 and chapter 7 in the APA 6th edition manual for detailed information and instructions.
 It provides the information necessary for a reader to locate and retrieve any source you cite in the body of the paper. Each source you cite in the paper must appear in your reference list; likewise, each entry in the reference list must be cited in your text. A sample reference page is included below; this page includes examples of how to format different reference types (e.g., books, journal articles, information from a website). The examples on the following page include examples taken directly from the APA manual. Refer to chapter 7 in the APA 6th edition manual for detailed information and instructions.

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Example of In-text Citations

All references in your reference list should appear in your paper at least once, as an in-text citation. According to the American Psychological Association (2010), you should ensure all references are cited. In-text citations can be used in a variety of ways (Daresh, 2004). If you need to insert a direct quote, Herbst-Damm and Kulik (2005) stated “it should be in quotations if it is less than 40 words” (p. 3).
