SCRIP Dispositions Instructions
Liberty University’s School of Education (SOE) is accredited by the Council for the Accreditation of Educator Preparation (CAEP).  As such, we are required to delineate specific dispositions, to teach them, and to assess them throughout all SOE programs. In this course, we assess the dispositions two ways: (1) how you display them within the course and (2) how you describe your proficiency in each of the dispositions in the LiveText assignment.  See directions below for what you should upload into LiveText.
DIRECTIONS: Complete the SCRIP Dispositions Template found in Blackboard.  Upload it both into Blackboard and into LiveText.
1. Social Responsibility (100 words)

· Discuss how you have displayed a sense of social responsibility within the current class activities and interactions.
· Discuss how you display social responsibility outside of class: in your family, community, workplace, church, etc.

2. Commitment (100 words)
· Discuss how you have displayed commitment to this course via your work ethic and decision making.

· Discuss how you have displayed a commitment to the profession of education by your involvement in professional growth, mentoring others, contributing to the field, etc.  If you are not yet involved as a professional in the field of education, you may address your commitment or work ethic as it relates to your family, community, workplace, church, etc.
3. Reflective Practice (100 words)
· Discuss how you have displayed reflective thought in this course.  For example, how have you practiced critical thinking, personal analysis, growth based on self-reflection, etc.?

· Discuss how you have displayed reflective practice in the profession of education by analyzing past and current performance to improve for the future, by experimenting with a specific instructional method and reviewing the results, by revising policies and procedures to improve them, etc.  If you are not yet involved as a professional in the field of education, you may address your reflective practice or criticaly thinking as it relates to your family, community, workplace, church, etc.

4. Integrity (100 words)
· Discuss how you have displayed integrity in this course.  For example, what ethical decisions have you made or what actions have you taken to ensure that you were acting according to your personal convictions, course expectations, university guidelines, etc.?

· Discuss how you have displayed integrity in the profession of education by taking actions in light of personal ethical convictions, school regulations, professional standards, religious teaching, legal requirements, etc.  If you are not yet involved as a professional in the field of education, you may address integrity as it relates to your family, community, workplace, church, etc.

5. Professionalism (100 words)
· Discuss how you have displayed professionalism in this course.  For example, what actions have you taken to ensure professional interactions and communications with others, to etc.?

· Discuss how you have displayed integrity in the profession of education by taking actions in light of personal ethical convictions, school regulations, professional standards, religious teaching, legal requirements, etc.  If you are not yet involved as a professional in the field of education, you may address integrity as it relates to your family, community, workplace, church, etc.
